Everybody LOVES Science Celebration

More than 450 girls, families and guests from across eastern
Massachusetts came together at our first end-of-year Everybody
LOVES Science showcase event in spring 2010, at the Microsoft
NERD Center. Girls showed off their projects and participated in
interactive activities created by professional scientists and
engineers from Draper Labs, Millennium Pharmaceuticals, Girls
Angle etc. Our very own science celebrities, 6™ graders Miranda
and Aviana and mentor Gurtina who were filmed for an episode of
SciGirls, joined WGBH'’s FETCH and Design Squad stars for a Q&A.



Ghana Program Expansion

Pokuase is a dusty town that lies about an hour’s drive north of the capital city of Ghana, just off the
Accra-Kumasi highway in the Amansaman District of Greater Accra. One of the main roads, filled with
potholes sculpted by rain, tro-tros and taxis during the wet season, runs parallel to the yet-to-be-
finished highway and forms a T-junction with the road that runs further west for about a mile through
town. From there, even narrower dirt roads lead into the hills.

Each week during the two terms that Science Clubs were conducted this year, ninety girls in 4™ grade
from the St. Sylvanus Pokuase Roman Catholic School, Nii Otto Kwame III School and the Methodist
School participate in one of five science clubs conducted by thirteen teachers from these schools. At the
end of the year, girls gathered at the Methodist School for a Celebration of Learning. Groups of SCFG
girls visited different classrooms to share what they had learned with the students at the schools,
generating much excitement and good cheer.

All this is built on the foundation that a Science Club for Girls alumnae established four years ago.

In 2006, Rachel O’Sullivan petitioned the Science Club for Girls board to bring with her a 2™-grade
Body Map curriculum and start a club in Ghana when she spent a semester abroad there during her
junior year in high school. As someone who participated in Science Club for Girls since she was in
kindergarten, and who advocated for the creation of the Junior Mentor program as a way for older girls
to “give back”, Rachel argued convincingly of the benefit of the program and her ability to carry it out.

Alas, Rachel was assigned to work with an orphanage in Tema during her time abroad. Persuasive as
she was, she could not convince the director that she can teach science and train other caretakers in
addition to tending to the young children.

Not to be dissuaded, Rachel connected with Women’s Trust, a microfinance organization with an
education arm that operates in Pokuase. She returned late spring and worked with a teacher there to
adapt the curriculum, identify sources for materials and deliver hands-on science activities to a group of
17 girls. In the subsequent session, 30 girls joined the program and more would have done had the
resources been available.

This summer, our executive director returned to Pokuase with additional curricula and materials. With
the assistance Women'’s Trust staff members Samuel Gyabah, Abigail Mettle and Gertrude Ankrah,
thirteen teachers were recruited and participated in two days of training and planning to prepare them
to lead science clubs during the year. We plan to grow this program in the coming year!
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Over the past 16 years, enrollment in SCFG has increased
steadily, along with geographic expansion and innovations

in programming. All this speaks to the unmet needs for
enrichment in science and engineering designed for girls.
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“I am humbled by the amazing dedication of the Clubs'
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founders, board leaders, and incredibly talented staff. It is
